Session 4: Where Do We Worship?
1st: Review the key truth: We can worship
God anywhere. God's people were created

to worship Him in spirit and truth
personally and with each other.  A church

is more than a building; it is where
Christians gather together to worship and

serve God.
2nd: Look up John 4:1-30 in the Bible.  Discuss

what you remember about the story the
woman at the well when she encountered

Jesus. Read the story if you need to and
remind them that the point of the lesson is

Jesus is the Messiah and worthy to be
praised wherever we are.



Session 4: Where Do We Worship?
3rd: Color the 2 Memory Verses for this

session.  Cut them up into smaller pieces. 
 Hide the pieces around the room.  Go and

find them and put the verses together. 
 Read them out loud as a family.

4th: Finally practice determining what
Bible Division different Bible books belong,

like Psalm, Isaiah, Matthew, Philippians,
etc.  You can use the attached Bible Division

handout for help, if needed.

Session 5: When do we Worship?
1st: Review the key truth: We can worship

God at any time.  No matter our
circumstances or situations in life, we can

live in joy through the Lord.
2nd: Look up Acts 16:16-34.  Discuss the story

of Paul and Silas..  Read the story if you
need to and remind them that the point of

the lesson is we glorify God because of who
He is and what He does.

3rd: Look up the 2 Memory Verses for this
session: Romans 12:1 and Romans 8:28.  Use
the scripture to fill in the blanks on the

next 2 pages.



Session 5: When do we Worship?
4th: Choose some objects to try to juggle.  Use

materials you have at home like balloons,
soft/small balls, stuffed animals, etc. Challenge

your kids to see who can juggle the most, the
longest.  Try to interrupt your kids while they are

focused. After about 5-10 minutes, debrief the
activity. Was it hard to keep the balloons in the
air, especially when something or someone was

trying to interrupt you. Remind the kids that
keeping the objects in the air represents the

incorrect assumption that we must feel “up,” or
happy, in order to worship God. In fact, we can

worship God anytime, even when life gets difficult
and our plans to worship get interrupted. God

wants us to worship Him at any time and no
matter the circumstances, just like Paul and Silas

worshipped even while in prison.

Session 6: How does Worship change us?
1st: Review the key truth: God works
through people to do work in their

communities. Worship leads us
to celebrate and share the greatness of
God. We tell others about Jesus so they

will hear and believe the good news.
2nd: Look up Isaiah 6 and 53 in your Bibles. 

 Discuss the creation story focusing on
Isaiah's encounter with God and the

message God gives him to share.  Read the
story if you need to and remind them that

the point of the lesson is God is a great God,
and we should declare his greatness to

everyone around us.



Session 6: How does Worship change us?
3rd: Look up the 2 Memory Verses for this

session: Isaiah 6:8 and Matthew 5:16.  Write
down the verses on a board or a piece of

paper.  Read it out loud 5 times.  On the 6th
time, start erasing or covering up words. 
 Repeat until they can say the verse with

little to no assistance.
4th: Blindfold your child and tell them

they have to listen to your voice to get from
one point to another.  Afterwards discuss

how important it is to listen to the word of
God.  One way we do that is through

reading God's word. We should then share
that Word of God with those around us.



Family Prayer Time:
Spend some time tonight praying as a family. 
Pray thanking God for being creator, holy,

worthy of our praise, etc.  Take time to
really thank God for being above all.  Also

take time that our hearts will be moved
towards worship of our Holy God

whenever and wherever we are.  Pray that
in all circumstances we will follow God

and share how He has changed our hearts
with those around us.  Finally we have been

praying for South Asia, that the believers
that are there would be encouraged and

that the people who do not know the Lord
would come to know Him.  Spend time

praying for the people, using the map on the
next page as a reference.
