Session 7: What is the Bible About?
1st: Review the key truth: The Bible is the true

story of God's plan to save people through
Jesus. Ultimately, the Bible is one unified book

about God and His plan for restoration.
2nd: Look up Luke 4:16-30 in the Bible.  Discuss

what you remember about the story when
Jesus read the scroll from the book of Isaiah
that prophesied the coming of the Messiah.

Read the story if you need to and remind them
that the point of the lesson is when Jesus got

up to read the scroll, He was reading about
Himself! The Bible is the story of God’s plan to

save people through Jesus. From the very
beginning of time—even in Genesis—God told
His people of His plan through His words. The

whole Bible tells one story.



Session 7: What is the Bible About?
3rd: Color the 2 Memory Verses for this

session.  Cut them up into smaller pieces. 
 Hide the pieces around the room.  Go and

find them and put the verses together. 
 Read them out loud as a family.

4th: Examine the East Asia map.  Take time to
pray over the different countries that you
see on the map.  Put the map up somewhere
in your home as a visual reminder to pray
for both believers in these countries and

nonvelievers to come to know Christ.

Session 8: Who Can Study the Bible?
1st: Review the key truth: We can study the

Bible to learn more about what is true
about God and ourselves. This message of

the Bible is for everyone.
2nd: Look up Acts 8:26-39.  Discuss the story

of Philip and the Ethiopian official.  Read
the story if you need to and remind them

that the point of the lesson is we can learn
from the Bible about who God  through the

help of the Holy Spirit to understand the
truth of God's Word.

3rd: Look up the 2 Memory Verses for this
session: 2 Timothy 3:16-17  and Isaiah 40:8. 
 Use the scripture to fill in the blanks on

the next 2 pages.



Session 8: Who Can Study the Bible?
4th: We played this game in one of the

sessions.  It is a great activity to do again. 
 With your kids, determine someone to be

the  leader and someone to be the
reflection.  As the leader does an action,
the reflection does the same and tries to

"mirror" it.  Do this several times, switching
up leaders and reflections.  See how closely

you can reflect one another without
messing up.  Explain: the reflection

observed what his partner did and knew
what to do to create a mirror image. In the
same way, each of us can look into the Bible
and know what to do. We should be reading

the Bible every day to understand what
God wants for our lives!

Session 9: When Will We Need the Bible?
1st: Review the key truth: We need the Bible

to teach us what is true about God's nature,
our sinful nature, and our need for a

Savior. Because of our sin, we need the Bible
to teach us about God and our need for a

Savior.
2nd: Look up Matthew 4:-11 in your Bibles. 
 Read the story if you need to and remind

them that the point of the lesson is the
Bible is Truth and applicable, and when

faced with temptation, like Jesus, we can
follow God's call in our lives.



Session 9: When Will We Need the Bible?
3rd: Look up the 2 Memory Verses for this

session: Psalm 119:11 and Matthew 4:10. 
 Write down the verses on a board or a piece

of paper.  Read it out loud 5 times.  On the
6th time, start erasing or covering up

words.  Repeat until they can say the verse
with little to no assistance.

4th: Give your kids a list of actions to
follow like, "10 Jumping Jacks, 3 Claps, 12

Stomps, etc."  After you give your
instructions, have them do the actions in

the correct order.  If they mess up, they
have to start over.  Try again with another

list of actions.  Even more then those
instructions, we should look to the Bible to

guide our daily lives.



Family Prayer Time:
Spend some time tonight praying as a family.  
Pray thanking God for being creator, holy,

worthy of our praise, etc.  Take time to
really thank God for being above all.  Also

take time that our hearts will be moved
towards a desire to study the Word of God

to learn more about Him as Savior.  Pray
that in all circumstances we will follow
God and share how He has changed our

hearts with those around us. Finally, pray
that as we would follow in obedience the

Word of God given to us.
