 After each 3 session, we want to stop and
review what we have learned the previous
weeks.  This is a great chance as a family
to stop and study together.  I hope this a
chance to dive in, ask big questions, and
hide the Truth of God in our hearts.  We

will be back next week with another
exciting video and session!



Session 1: Who Do We Worship?
1st: Review the key truth: there is one true

God who alone deserves worship. 
2nd: Look up exodus 32 in the Bible.  Discuss

what you remember about the story of God,
Moses, the Israelites, and the golden calf.

Read the story if you need to and remind
them that the point of the lesson is God is

creator and worthy to be praised.
3rd: Color the 2 Memory Verses for this

session.  Cut them up into smaller pieces. 
 Hide the pieces around the room.  Go and

find them and put the verses together. 
 Read them out loud as a family.

4th: Finally practice filling in the book of
the bibles list either from memory or from

the table of contents in your Bible.

Session 2: What is Worship?
1st: Review the key truth: Worship is

celebrating the greatness of God.
2nd: Look up Matthew 26:6-13 and Mark 14:3-
9.  Discuss the story of the woman washing
the feet of Jesus.  Read the story if you need

to and remind them that the point of the
lesson is God is worthy of our worship.

3rd: Look up the 2 Memory Verses for this
session: Psalm 51:16-17 and Revelation 4:11. 
 Use the scripture to fill in the blanks on

the next 2 pages.



Session 2: What is Worship?
4th: Play Movement Chain: The

first player on each team performs a movement.
The next player must perform the first movement

and then add on another, forming a chain of
events. The third person performs the previous

two movements and likewise adds his own. If you
only have a couple of people, that's fine.  Just

repeat back and forth.  Go for as long as you can
until someone forgets the chain.

 Remind your kids how easy it was to forget a
movement. Unfortunately, when kids forgot a
movement, the entire chain was broken. Sin is

similar. Even one sin breaks our connection to
God. Thankfully, when He sent His Son, Jesus, He

made a way for all of our sins to be forgiven.
Without God’s forgiveness, Mary would not have

been able to have a relationship with Jesus.
Because Jesus has the power to

forgive even the greatest of sins, Mary—along
with all of us—can spend eternity

worshiping God.

Session 3: Why do we Worship?
1st: Review the key truth: We worship

because God created people to love Him and
give Him glory.

2nd: Look up Genesis 1-2 in your Bibles. 
 Discuss the creation story focusing on all

the things God created.  Then discuss the
creation of humans. Read the story if you
need to and remind them that the point of

the lesson is God is a holy creator.
3rd: Look up the 2 Memory Verses for this
session: Isaiah 25:1 and Genesis 1:1.  Write
down the verses on a board or a piece of

paper.  Read it out loud 5 times.  On the 6th
time, start erasing or covering up words. 
 Repeat until they can say the verse with

little to no assistance.



Session 3: Why do we Worship?
4th: Play charades with your kids.  Take turns

to act out the cards on the next page (they will
need to be cut out).  You may have to go over

the rules of charades before you begin.  Keep
going until you use all the cards. 

 Congratulate your kids on their hard work
and determination in acting out each

scenario. Point out that all the things that
they acted out could be things we choose to

worship instead of God. Remind them that
worship is found deep within our hearts, so if

we find our hearts loving something more
than we love God, we may be worshiping those
things. Encourage kids that because of Jesus’
sacrifice on the cross, we can ask Him to make

our hearts love Him more than anything so
that we will worship only God.





Family Prayer Time:
Spend some time tonight praying as a family. 
Pray thanking God for being creator, holy,

worthy of our praise, etc.  Take time to
really thank God for being above all.  Also

take time that our hearts will be moved
towards worship of our Holy God.  Finally
we have been praying for South Asia, that

the believers that are there would be
encouraged and that the people who do not

know the Lord would come to know Him. 
 Spend time praying for the people, using the

map on the next page as a reference.
