Who Do We Worship?
BIBLE VERSE: Do not have other gods besides me. Exodus 20:3

BONUS VERSE: Do you not know? Have you not heard? The LORD is the everlasting God, 
the Creator of the whole earth. He never becomes faint or weary; there is no limit to his 
understanding. Isaiah 40:28

BIBLE STORY: The Golden Calf (Exodus 32) 

BIBLE TRUTH: There is one true God who alone deserves worship.

Over the next few weeks in TeamKID, your child will be diving in on what it means to 
live a worshipful life. Worship is a spiritual discipline that’s important for all believers to 
take part in. Worship is showing total adoration for God because of who He is and what 
He has done. 

This week, your child heard about the story of the golden calf. Although God had been 
faithful to provide for the Israelites, they still didn’t trust Him and decided to create 
a false idol, a golden calf, to worship instead. While we might not be creating golden 
calves, anytime we put our trust and hope in something besides God, we are directing 
our worship somewhere else. Ultimately, there is one true God who alone deserves 
worship (Exodus 20:3). Even so, our sinful hearts are inclined to worship other things. 
We sometimes worship our friends, our family, our success, even our possessions. It is 
only because of Jesus, who gives us a whole new heart, that we can focus our worship 
on God alone. 

Continue the discussion with your child about how your family can engage in worship 
together. Whether it is through singing with one another, discussing how good God has 
been to your family, or even praying with adoration, you can help teach your child how 
to live a life of worshiping God.
